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Acute anterograde amnesia, not associated with loss of consciousness, resulting from the
ingestion of alcohol or other substances; a period of memory loss during which there is little if any
recall of activities. When this occurs in the course of chronic alcohol ingestion, it is sometimes
referred to as the “alcoholic palimpsest”.
